Virginia Walker and her husband Gary are co-owners of the McNeill Stone Mansion
B&B in Oskaloosa. They purchased their castle in 1998 and opened as a B&B in
2003. Virginia and Gary joined IBBG in August of 2004. They have served on the
IBBG Committee for several years. The Walkers were nominated by their peers for
Innkeepers of the Year and received the award in 2012.

Jerry Roorda Butcher with Passion at In't Veld Meat Market - This is a full-service meat
market located on the east side of the square in downtown Pella. They have the
distinction of being the only meat market to make every ring of their famous bologna on
site. Every step from the grinding and mixing to the curing and packaging is completed
in our local facility. In’t Veld’s is also well known for homemade beef jerky, summer
sausage, dried beef and bratwurst. The meat counter offers a full selection of beef, pork
and poultry, as well as a variety of specialty cheeses and homemade dips. Our tradition
combines the perfect mixture between simplicity and respect. Jerry will share some
their history and samples.
